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 Getting Started With English and Phonics  

Eduss Launcher 

If you are experiencing any problems with the Eduss Launcher, please update manually 
from the Eduss website (www.eduss.com), click on Product Support and use the 
support menu that appears. 

The first things you will have to do once you’ve installed the software are to change your 
administration password and username and to add students and teachers as users in the 
system. To do this, you will use the IMTA Administration  program by doing the 
following. 

Admin Module  

To open the Eduss Launcher: 

·  On Mac: Open Applications and double-click on the Eduss Launcher alias. 

·  On Windows: Click on Start, Programs (or All Programs), Eduss, Eduss 
Launcher. Or double-click the Eduss Launcher shortcut on the desktop. 

 

From the Launcher you can access the English or Phonics module, open the Admin 
module to maintain user information, access the Reporting Tool and download the latest 
updates for your software (note:  you can also access the Admin module by opening a 
web browser and browsing to http://<Eduss Server IP>/admin/).   

 
·  Login as with username “admin” (default password is “admin”). 

 
 

Adding Students and Teachers 
 

·  Click on the User Maintenance tab. 
·  To change a user, select the user from the list to open their properties.  Change the 

settings and click Save. 
·  To add a student or a teacher, click on the “Add a User” button to open a blank 

properties tab.  Enter the users information and click Save. 
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Adding a Class 

In order to set tests and homework you must create a class. Before creating a class there 
must be at least one teacher. Any students that you wish to set work for should be in a 
class. 

·  Click on the Class Maintenance icon. 
·  To add a class you MUST have at least one teacher added to the Users List. 
·  Click the Add Class button. 
·  Enter the name you have given the class. 
·  Select a teacher. 
·  Click the Save button. The class will appear in the Class List. 
·  Select the Class from the Class List. 
·  Now you can add students to the class by selecting them from the Students not in 

Class list and dragging them to the Students in Class list. 
 

Customizing the Date Format 
 

You may want to change the format in which the date is displayed throughout 
the English program. 

·  Click on the Settings tab. 
·  In the Settings section, fill in the appropriate date format. It must include day, 

year and month, but they can be put in any order. (Use dd, mm, and yyyy only. 
Do NOT use numbers.) 

·  Click Save Settings. 

Setting the IP Address 

Only adjust this setting if you are experiencing problems. If this setting is changed on the 
server, it must also be changed on all workstations connected to it. 

·  Click on the System Settings tab. 
·  Enter the IP configuration for the server. 
·  Click Save Network Settings. 
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Using the Eduss English IMTA Program  

Once you have logged in to the Eduss English program the main menu shown below will 
open. It has buttons for all the activities you can perform in this program.

Assessment Module  

Starting an Assessment 

It is suggested that you start by setting your class an assessment that covers all the 
subtopics as shown on the next screen. The target level should be set to the estimated 
current achievement level and, if desired, the Test Beyond Target box may be checked 
to allow the students to continue past the set target level. 

Log in as a teacher. 
Click the Assessment button in the main menu. 
Click the Add/Edit Assessments button above the assessment list. 
Click on Add Assessment and fill in the details of the assessment on the right side of the screen. 
Click Save to save the details of the assessment. 
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To add subtopics to an assessment, click on the Select Subtopics button. 
Once you have selected the subtopics, click Save Subtopics; to cancel, click Back. 

NOTE: You cannot add or remove subtopics for an assessment once any student has 
started it. 
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Completing an Assessment 

Log in as a student. 
Click the Assessment button in the main menu. 
Select the assessment you want to begin or to continue. 
Click the Next Exercise button to continue with the assessment. 
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Once students have attempted all subtopics in an assessment, they will be able to go to 
tutorial mode to complete any subtopics that they did not pass. Then, if the student does 
not pass the subtopic in tutorial mode, the subtopic will be skipped and the student can 
come back to that subtopic at a later time. 
 
To complete all skipped subtopics: 
·  Click the Reset Skipped button. 
·  Continue to use the Next Exercise button as before to work through the exercises. 

 

Legend: 

Purple: Yet to be completed. 
Red:  In tutorial mode - the student did not reach the set target level. 
Green: Completed. The student has passed the selected target level. 
Gray: The subtopic was not passed and was skipped in tutorial mode.

Starting a lesson 

It is suggested that students work through all the lessons and 
attempt the exercises relating to each one as each lesson is 

completed. 

·  Log in as a student. 
·  Click the Lessons button in the main menu. 
·  Click on the lesson you would like to start.  
·  To view the Fundamentals information for the lesson, click on the plus sign to 

expand the lesson and click on Fundamentals under that lesson. 

 

·  Lessons with a blue circle have not been started. 
·  Lessons with a green circle have been started. 
·  Lessons with a red tick have been completed. 
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In the lessons 

There are several features in the lessons that will make it easier to learn each sound and 
to navigate your way through the lessons. 

 

Sound Recorder 
Allows users to record their voice and play it back to them. Using this, they can compare 
their sound to that of the program. 

·  To record: 
Click the Start/Stop Record button to start 
recording your voice and again to stop the 
recording. 

 

·  To listen to the recording: 
Click the Start/Stop Playback button to play and 
stop the recorded sound.

Consonant and Vowel Sound Buttons 
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Navigation Bar 
This bar enables the user to move past sections of a lesson that have been completed 
earlier and it indicates the section of a lesson in progress. Reports on lessons also include 
the total amount of time spent working on a lesson. 

 

Pause Button  
The Pause button can be used at any time to stop the lesson. This gives users time 
to use the Sound Recorder and to check sounds using the Consonant and Vowel 
Sound buttons. 

Continue Button 
The Continue button appears when the lesson has finished teaching a particular 
section. Clicking on the Continue button will move the lesson into the next section. 

Consonant and Vowel Sound Buttons 
Used in conjunction with the Sound Recorder, students can play a 
video of each vowel or consonant sound at any time. As each sound 
is being learned, the video of that sound becomes available to the 
student. The videos not only teach the student the sound, but also 
the mouth movement that is used to form the sound.  
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Exercises  

Using the practice exercises 

·  Log in as a student. 
·  Click on the Exercises button in the main menu. 
·  Expand the subject you would like to practice by clicking on the plus sign next to 

it. 
·  Select the grade level you want to practice then select the exercise on the right 

hand side of the screen. 
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In the exercises 

The exercises have several features to assist the student as they work. There is a link in 
each exercise to the lesson that teaches the concept being assessed. 

 

Sound Recorder 
Allows users to record their voice and play it back to them. Using this, they can compare 
their sound to that of the program. 

·  Click the Start/Stop Record button to start 
recording your voice and again to stop the 
recording. 

·  Click the Start/Stop Playback button to play and 
stop the recorded sound. 

Score Bar 
This bar indicates the percentage of questions answered correctly by the student. The 
number of questions varies with the type of exercise.

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Repeat Button 
This button is present in some exercises where a sound is played and the student 
is asked to identify the sound. Pressing this button will play the example sound 
or word again. 

 

Continue/Mark Button 
Once an answer for a question has been selected, the student clicks the 
Continue/Mark  button to mark it.  

 
It will then change to look like the Continue button from the lessons (see image 
at right) and when clicked, will continue on to the next question. 

 

Consonant and Vowel Sound Buttons 
Used in conjunction with the Sound Recorder, students can play 
a video of each vowel or consonant sound at any time. All 
sounds are available for students to play and compare their own 
with the exercise sounds. The videos not only teach the student 
the sound but also the mouth movement that is used to form the 
sound. 

Lesson Button 
At any stage during the exercise, the student can return to the relevant lesson to 
review the concepts covered. By clicking the Lesson button they will be shown 
the lesson again and when they exit the lesson the exercise will be started again. 

 

Instruction Button 
The student can click on the Instruction  button to repeat the exercise instructions at 
any time.

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Checking the Version of Your CD  

To check which version of the English you have, look on the underside of the CD. Near 
the centre of the CD there will be a code such as EDUEAU410. The last three numbers 
are the version number. So the example above would be version 4.1.0. 
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Completely Removing the Eduss Products  

Before removing this product, it is strongly recommended that you backup the Eduss 
database using the Admin module. This will preserve your data for a later date if 
required. 
 
To remove the Eduss products: 

·  Back-up the Eduss database. (See page 17 for instructions.) 
·  Run the Eduss Uninstaller for all programs 

o Mac: Open Applications, Eduss, Database and double-click on the 
Uninstaller file. 

o Windows: Open the Start Menu, Eduss and click on Eduss 
Uninstaller. 

·  Delete the Eduss folder. 
o Mac: Open Applications and delete the Eduss folder. 
o Windows: Open the My Computer, C Drive, Program Files and 

delete the Eduss folder. 
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Troubleshooting  

 
The install is making me put the program in the C:\Program Files directory? 
Unfortunately at this time the application has been configured to run from this location. 
We will be fixing this in a future release and apologize for any inconvenience.  
 
 
It is saying that there is another Eduss program running when I try to run the 
launcher on the server? 
Please make sure you have the IMTA Server turned off. Look for it in the system tray. 
 
 
What is the password for the admin user? 
The default password for the admin user is ‘admin’ 
 
 
When I try to run the programs on the workstations, the Phonics and English icons 
are grayed out? 
Please follow instructions on installing the application to a workstation as the manual 
outlines. This is usually due to the program being installed directly onto the workstation 
from the CD, as opposed to installing from the server. 
 
 
Can I move the Eduss files about on the server? 
No, it is not recommended to move any files on the server install. 
 
 
How do I set up the same users for both programs? 
The programs are setup in such a way that the users will work for both programs. 
 
 
When I run the program, there are no exercises in the ‘Practice’ module? 
Please make sure that you have not moved any files on the server side of the application. 
 
 
The installer will not let me go past the last configuration option during the install. 
Please make sure the C:\ drive has enough space (about 600MB max.). 
 
 
It says there is another program open when trying to run it on a workstation. 
If the user is a limited user on Windows XP, please contact Eduss for a patch.

Troubleshooting Eduss Math  

 
When I run the Mathematics program on a client, it asks me for an IP Address. I 
have entered the correct IP Address but it keeps asking me for this. How do I solve 
this problem? 
To solve this problem, please check the following: 

1. Make sure you have installed and unlocked the Eduss Auth Service by opening 
the Eduss Auth Control. If you can see a window that has installation options on 
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it, then you have unlocked the Eduss Auth Control properly. If you see a window 
with a URL in it, then you have not unlocked the Eduss Auth Server successfully. 
Check that you requested the unlock from the computer that you will be running 
the Auth Server on, if you didn’t please request another unlock and you will be 
sent a new unlock. Once you receive the unlock, try installing the unlock again, 
and see if that solves the problem 

2. Check that the Eduss Auth Service is running on the computer that has the IP 
Address you are entering in the Mathematics program by opening the Eduss Auth 
Control. If the word’s Install  and Start are highlighted, then it has not been 
installed or started. Please click on Install  and then Start. Once this is done, 
please try running the program on a client again 

3. If none of the above fix the problem, please visit http://support.eduss.com for our 
knowledge base 

 
The program is asking me to enter my Admin password. I do not remember putting 
one in, what is my password? 
The program asks you to enter an Admin password the first time you run the program. 
The password that you typed when you first started the program should be your admin 
password. If you can’t remember this password: 

1. It is possible that you are using an old database from a previous install of the   
Mathematics. If you had a previous install of the Mathematics program, please 
try using the Admin password you used when running the previous version 

2. If someone else installed the program, they may know what the password is, 
as they may have entered it after installation 

3. If you still cannot remember the admin password, and no work has been done 
on the program by any students or teachers, you can overwrite the database. 
To do this: 

a. Ensure that the Mathematics program is closed 

b. Insert the Eduss Mathematics CD in your server’s CD-Rom drive 

c. When the auto run menu appears, close it 

d. Explore the CD 

e. Open the Program Files folder 

f. Open the EdussMathsILS folder 

g. Open the db folder 

h. Copy eduss.mdb 

i. Open the Eduss Mathematics folder that resides on your server 

j. Open the db folder 

k. Paste eduss.mdb into that folder, overwriting the existing file. 
WARNING: Doing this will overwrite any previous data that has been 
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recorded. Only do this if you are certain there is no data that you wish 
to keep. 

 
I cannot locate my Network Neighborhood in the install path part of the installation, 
how do I install the program? 
This is due to a fault in the Install Shield application we have used to develop the 
installer. Please map the drive before attempting to do the install. Then you will be able 
to browse to that drive and install into your desired folder. It is recommended you un-
map the drive when you are finished the install. 
 
Does the program have a client install? 
Please refer to the manual for the type of install you are doing. The Client/Server requires 
a small workstation setup to be run, while the Workstation installation type requires a full 
install of the program on each workstation. 
 
After the install I run the program and receive an error message about read/write 
settings, but they are all valid for all users. 
Please email your settings.mdb file to support@eduss.com, as this may be due to running 
the program over the network via a path that not every machine can access. The settings 
file is located in the program directory, and is named ‘settings.mdb’.  
 
The auth server is running on the server, but every now and then the workstations 
aren’t finding it 
Please check to make sure the server is not logging off when running the system tray 
version of the Auth Server (the Auth Server.exe file, not the service) 
 
Do I need the disc in the server to run it? 
No, the School version does not require a disc 
 
Is it possible to set up one workstation with Eduss and ghost it across? 
Yes it is possible. After following the installation instructions and you have successfully 
installed the Mathematics program onto the first workstation, you are able to ghost the 
image across to the rest of the workstations. 
 
Does Eduss support Novell? 
We have had cases in the past where getting the program to run in the Novell 
environment was successful. Please contact Eduss Technical Support for information 
regarding this type of install. 
 
Where can I find the updates that the manual mentions? 
Please go to www.eduss.com and follow the ‘Product Support’ links 
 
The program is asking me to unlock it with a floppy disc 
If you had a previous install of Eduss on that system, please un-install the new one and 
remove all evidence of the Eduss program before re-installing. 
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I have updated, but all the old users are still there 
Please make sure you have removed all previous evidence of Eduss from the system 
before installing the newer version. If you didn’t do this before installing, please un-
install the program and do so, then re-install.
